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As part of the Temerty Medicine’s response to the Truth and Reconciliation Commission of 
Canada’s Calls to Action, the expansion of support for all Indigenous members of our 
community, including those on University campus and in our affiliated hospitals, is identified 
as a specific goal in the Faculty’s Academic Strategic Plan. The expansion of the Office of 
Indigenous Health (OIH) is an important step forward. 

OIH supports learners, faculty and staff across the education continuum. This support is informed 
by principles and practices of Indigenous self-governance. 

The overall goal is to cultivate and promote a learning and working environment which is 
culturally safe and where Indigenous knowledges are respected and valued whilst co 
creating an eco-system of partnership and wellness.
